As the new boating season has now started, we want to wish everybody ‘Happy Cruising’ and give you a
couple of tips to make your cruising more enjoyable.

1/ To maintain battery power levels, make sure that the battery water levels are correct, especially as the
weather gets hotter, (if unsure ask your marina engineer).

2/ Whilst cruising, the engine should be run at 1200rpm (at appropriate times) ensuring good levels of voltage
going to the batteries from the alternators.

3/ Always cruise in the centre (deepest part of the canal) whenever possible, this will prevent rubbish getting
wrapped around your propeller, decreasing the amount of fuel being used, and losing time cruising.

4/ Don't forget sun screen whilst cruising along. (Hopefully we'll get some sunshine again this year.)
